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The Native-speaking English Teacher (NET) Scheme

The Primary Native-speaking English Teacher (NET) Scheme introduced by Education Bureau has come into full implementation in
King Lam Catholic Primary School for a few years. In this academic year, Miss Rachel, a new Primary NET works in partnership with
our experienced English language teachers to implement Primary Literacy Programme (Reading and Writing) for lower class
students. In addition, she helps our students to prepare for the Cambridge Examination by offering after-school training courses.

Our school has allocated more resources to implement new initiatives such as school-based Native-speaking English Teacher
Scheme. In order to strengthen the students’ confidence in speaking English, a part-time NET teacher, Miss Aisling is employed to
co-teach with our local teachers in Primary 4-6 drama lessons. Also, she co-teaches in Primary 1-3 General English lessons to
improve the students’ phonics skills.

KLCPS was invited to apply for the English Enhancement Grant Scheme (EEG) for Primary Schools. We planned to focus on using
drama to facilitate the learning and teaching of English. In order to achieve this target, the funding is used to hire one more
native-speaking teacher to co-develop a drama curriculum with local teachers next year. In future, KLCPS students can profoundly
benefit from various English schemes to improve their English proficiency.
