In order to improve the quality of teaching and learning in English, the language
experts from the School-based Curriculum Development (Primary) Section have been
working closely with Primary 4 and 5 school teachers since 2010. The curriculum
development officer, Miss Fung provided us with on-site support in designing curriculum
plans and exploring different learning and teaching strategies. This year we put even
more emphasis on improving our students’ reading and writing ability.

Apart from discussing the learning problems and difficulties faced by the students
in video-taped lessons, teaching and learning was also examined based on TSA results
and internal examinations through collaborative lesson planning. As a result, feasible
measures or strategies could be worked out to improve the teaching and learning process.
In addition, different teaching resources, good practices and knowledge were shared
among schools. We hope that both teachers and students will significantly benefit from this
support scheme and have a fruitful teaching and learning experience in the future.

Native English Speaking Teacher
The PLPR/W expands this year to P3, as last year’s P2 classes begin a series of new books, writing tasks, songs, phonics, games,
listening exercises and process drama. Based in the English Learning Centre, I, Miss Rachel, the Class English teacher Miss Lau and
Classroom Assistant Miss Daisy provide a team of three dedicated to running a programme that provides the children with a fun and
interesting way to learn to speak, listen, read and write in English. P1 and P2 continue with the programme that was begun two years
ago, the aim being to give our KS1 children the confidence and abilty to read by themselves and be able to talk and write about a variety
of topics. P4 continue to follow the PLPR program and we have included some guided writing activities to make their activities similar
to PLPR/W.
I am also conducting English Speaking Wednesday morning assemblies and lunch-time activities, extra-curricular drama lessons
in English on Wednesday afternoon and TSA Oral training for P5. P6 have one lesson a week in English interview skills.
6 students in each year group are also training for Cambridge Young Learners Examinations.
